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Sending a personal letter to the US Fish and Wildlife Service is another very important tool to ensure that your voice is heard. 

You can refer to our Get Involved tab to review the specific topics for comment that the FWS is seeking. You may use some of the following statements in your letter but it is more effective if you make the letter personal to you. 

Key points:

1. Let FWS know that you agree with their decision, preferred alternative (Alternative 3C), to allow the natural range expansion of sea otters through termination of the translocation program and to allow sea otters existing in the “No-Otter” Zone to remain there;
2. The translocation program and zonal management of sea otters is a failure;
3. The “No-Otter” Zone does not make any sense because we cannot tell sea otters where to swim. They don’t know where the boundaries lines are drawn;
4. The “No-Otter” Zone is a costly policy to continue and hinders the recovery of the sea otter population in California;
5. The scientific research does not support the continuation of the “No-Otter Zone and has informed us that sea otter recovery is unattainable with the “No-Otter” Zone.
6. There are vast economic benefits for southern California that will occur by allowing sea otters to reclaim their home range naturally over time.
